In June 2005 the missdorothy.com foundation worked with the Trident trust to take a group of young people to the United
Nations in Geneva. Missdorothy was asked to make a submission to the UN Working Group on Contemporary Forms of
Slavery about its work with children. The young people were also invited to voice their concerns about issues such as child
labour, human trafficking, prostitution and organised crime. Miss Dorothy particularly highlighted work being carried out with
young people on domestic violence and forced marriage and the working goup voted to recognise these issues as contem-
porary forms of slavery from now on.

This year missdorothy has been invited to attend the launch of the International Labour Organisation (ILO) SCREAM project.
The learning programme helps children become more aware of issues around children being forced into labour against their
will in dangerous conditions for long hours, without time off or any medical care.

Missdorothy a nine year old cartoon character with ginger hair and glasses will be used to help promote the learning pro-
gramme in schools and help children engage with the messages.

The launch will be celebrated with a United Nations football game with many distinguished guests attending including Pele.
Charlton Athletic Football coaches will be on hand to help and present prizes at the end of the event.

Missdorothy will also be signing a memorandum of understanding with ILO to facilitate this work.
